Convention Reader, James Keezer, then read the 2010-2011 Committee Reports:  Nominating Committee, Finance Committee, Goals and Methods, Literature, NYI Ministries Committee, Missions, and College and Career Ministries.  Motion was made to approve, second was voiced and all reports were approved.


Board of teller #2 was called forward to distribute ballot #2.  The ballot was distributed and explained. James Keezer gave the report of the treasurer in Kurt’s Schmitt’s absence.  Motion was made to approve the report of the treasurer’s report, second voiced and report was passed.  


James Keezer also read the report of the camp director Angela Young.  121 adults and campers attended week 1 and 199 adults and campers attended week 2. Motion was made to approve the report, second voiced and report was passed.  


The convention reader presented the proposed 2010-2011 District NYI budget report.  Motion was made to approve the proposed budget, second voiced, budget was approved.


Rick Pearson came and gave a promo for Camp.  The staff from Fun in the Son accompanied Rick as he played a jeopardy game and gave out prizes.  Videos were displayed from the 2 weeks of summer camp.


A report of Ballot #2 was given.  141 ballots cast.  Madison Freeman and Mackie Toomey were elected the Early Youth Representatives.  Asher George and Kaley Ledford were elected the Senior High Representatives.


A Timothy Award was then given to Ken Hopkins for his years of service to the church through youth ministry.

Sarah Hunt gave a report for NYC as well as some updated information with regards to payment, interviews, and activities.

Report of ballot #3 was given.  124 ballots cast.  Leslie Jones was elected the CC/Young Adult MNU Representative.  Aaron Ward was elected the CC/Young Adult Non MNU Representative.  Donna Burks and Willie Mead were elected as Parent Representatives.


Senior of the Year Award was given to Katy Ward. This comes with a $250 scholarship to MNU; MNU will match 3-1.

Motion made to allow Fred Toomey and John Prichard to edit and harmonize the minutes in preparation for submission and publication.

Fred Toomey gave closing announcements and the new District NYI Council was announced.  The new council was asked to come forward and our District Superintendent Dr. Jim Dillow offered a prayer of commissioning for the coming year.  

The meeting was adjourned for lunch with NYC interviews to follow at 2 pm.
