Meeting began with a devotion and worship led by James Keezer

Meeting called to order by President Fred Toomey

Fred reminded the council of the assignments of the council.

· We want to plan a year ahead

· We are working to get all information for events on website

· Fred distributed a copy of the council roster for any corrections that need to be made.

The minutes were reviewed.  Kurt Schmitt made a motion to approve the minutes.  The motion was seconded and minutes were approved.

REPORTS:

Financial Report:

· Kurt Schmitt took the council through the financial report.  We are running a little behind on income but we will work with what we are given.  This is why we are working hard make each event self-sustaining.  

· Motion was made by John Prichard to approve the report and seconded by Sarah Hunt.  Jim Dillow informed the council that the shortfall was due also to an approximately $40,000 shortfall in district income.  The report passed.  

Missions:

· Brian Murrison announced that Compelling Love currently has 60 registered.  There has been some issue with slating bands as well as a need for further work projects.  Brian has also asked that each church make sure to send their honor society fees to help ensure this event will be paid for.  

· We currently have 26 signed up for the trip to Alaska with money in hand.  Ticket prices have risen from $700 to $800.  We are looking to possibly change the dates of travel.  If we move travel days from Fridays to Wednesday we could save about $300 per ticket.  The council gave approval to contact those signed up to go about the need to change for the savings.  Things are proceeding well with plans.  

· Brian has asked how we would like to respond to the crisis in Haiti.  He asked for suggestions.  

· We have two teens from MNU who are participating on Work and Witness trips.  They have asked us to help them with any funding.  We helped a district student last year by giving $100 toward his trip.  Brian Murrison made a motion we give $100 to each of these students.  Selena Freeman seconded.  The motion was approved.

· Fred let us know that he has spoken with Mike Shinn of Mission Encounter about partnering with them to help us keep the cost of our mission experiences down.  We will continue to be in discussion with them.
Quizzing:

· The January quiz was cancelled due to weather.  

· Ken continues to get all the quiz rooms updated with computers and software.

· We have taken in $125 for JFANG

· Q2010 event is June/July.  Ken is not able to go but would like to know if anyone is willing to sponsor a team.  It is held at Mount Vernon.  

PK Retreat:
· Justin met with the executive council Friday evening and gave a report from the retreat.

· Mackie Toomey and Kaley Ledford gave a first hand report in Justin’s absence.  

· The event came out $360 ahead with income and budget. 

· The participants really enjoyed the event.

· Justin is negotiating with Maranatha to hold the retreat there again next year.

Hispanic Ministries:
· Christian reported that the Hispanic youth group has shrunk a bit but they are working hard to brainstorm new ideas to get Hispanic teens into the church.

· Fred asked if we would like sponsor the Hispanic youth to attend spring empower this year.  Discussion occurred about whether or not this is acceptable in light of some non-minority kids being unable to attend due also to finances.  Jim Dillow suggested that perhaps we could set up a scholarship fund that all kids could qualify for.  

YES: Regional

· Totals:  90 students and 38 adults are registered

· We are still within the $25.00 registration fee without having to go into our budget.

· There is representation from each district (provided Minnesota sends kids that have verbally committed)

· The Regional Council has asked Selena if she would run the every other year regional YES and forgo our district YES event.  

Empower/Max:
· James reported that fall Empower went well.  

· James distributed copies of the service for Friday night of Spring Empower.

· Nazarene Church, Pittsburg High School, and the YMCA are all being used.  

· Dodge ball has ballooned into a huge event with most of the kids coming wanting to participate.  

· Late night activity this year is the Dodge Ball Tournament.  This will also be a qualifier for the District Team for Max.  This saves on rental fees for the bowling alley.  

· Two concerns for James:  There is still not a speaker committed for the event and not all tournament directors have been pinned down.  

· Max 15-17

· Changes to Max:  no rules changes this year.  Participants cannot play on multiple teams this year.  Kids can participate in three events but only one bracketed event.

· Registration forms need to be to MNU by April 1st.  District deadline for forms is March 22nd.

· Junior High girls basketball has moved to a 3 on 3 tournament.  

· No skateboarding this year.  

· Jim Chapman is the speaker this year.   

· Naz Night at World’s of Fun is very important financially for the running of the Region.  Please participate in Naz Night even if you cannot come to Max.  This is not an increase in last year’s ticket price.  

Camp:

· Angela was not present.  Price of camp $255.00

College and Career:

· Mike is now the executive director of the R.O.C.

· If your church is wanting to start a ministry then call Mike

District Convention:

· July 9-10 in Carthage

· No Friday training.  Speaker is Ed Belzer.

· Sarah talked with Nate about worship but nothing is set.

· There is not going to be an MTO but instead there will be a late night activity.

· Business meeting will start Saturday at 9, break at noon for lunch.  After lunch there will be interviews for NYC.  Theme for NYC is “An Unbroken World”.  After interviews students are free to go.

NYC 2011:

· NYC site www.nyc2011.org  is not up yet.  We did see a promo video that is on youtube.

· Application process is not online.  All registrations will go through district coordinators.

· At Empower Spring we will show vid to kids.  Cost $1100 for the event.

· Sponsor cost is $650.  Need $450 deposit same as students.  Addditional monies left over from last NYC is off-setting the cost for sponsors.

· Leave Tuesday, July 5th and drive straight to Louisville.  Regional event will be that night.  Work project, M.W.O’s, on Wednesday, July 6th.   Workshops will be Friday

· Registration deadline for Joplin is October 1st.  Forms will be on the website.

· Need $450 deposit by October 1st .  There is no refunds but we can do transfers for $10 until February.  

OTHER BUSINESS:

· Our Third Wave nomination is Lacey Letsinger.  She accepted the nomination and will have an interview at MAX.  If selected the cost is $2500.  

· JFANG projects—we were given a list of projects that were worked on.  $31,075.26 was raised overall last year which was down by $20,000 over the previous year.  

· 30 hour Famine world report was submitted from the last two years.  

· Barefoot Ministries $5 Training—Tim Asbill is now our regional trainer.  

· Youthministryacademy.com—training that headquarters has put together to help Nazarene youth ministries immensely.   This is through the NYI office.  

· NLA Feedback—There has been little feedback about the cancellation of NLA.

· GOL 2010—we were given information about the event.  

· District Childrens/Youth Project—Encourage churches and pastors to make this a priority.  Monies this year, $3000, will go towards a freshwater well.

· Junior/Senior visit days:

· Region wants to do a World Poverty Simulation again.  Participants will miss Worlds of Fun and other events of MAX.  Fred asked us to offer him names of students who may want to participate.  

· The council narrowed down the list of seniors who were choosing MNU as their college.  The five names chosen were in order from highest votes received to lowest:  Megan Palmer, Luke Letsinger, Kara Garber, Mark Hall, and Lauren Thompson.  Fred will contact the parents of these seniors to make sure they are choosing MNU.  They will then have an application to complete.  

· There was a motion made by Sarah Hunt to accept the changes to the Charter, seconded by Brian Murrison and approved.
