The morning began with a devotional message from Mike Davis.  His challenge to live authentically Christian was well received and a good reminder to us all.


NYI President Fred Toomey called the convention to order at 10:16 am.  NYI Secretary John Prichard organized the convention.  The voting bar was set as the sound booth and main floor minus the 2 overflow areas. Board of tellers #2—Phil Rhoades (chairman), Cameron Euler, Terrin Garber, Kasey Strange, Willie Mead, Jonathan Melton, Donna Burks, Ashley Beemon, Hannah Swearengin, Julie Gant and Kylie Wilber.  Greetings will be sent to Mark Holcomb, Gary Hartke, Acy Lodja Asia/Pacific Regional president, and Danny Dyer.  Special order of the morning, the President’s report, was set at 10:26 am.

The chair was turned over to Dr. Jim Dillow.  He then presented our president Fred Toomey to share the Report of the President.

· Gifts were given to the council from Fred and the district.

· Special emphasis was placed on the tragedy in Joplin and our desire to stand beside them throughout the next year.

· A challenge was given from Matthew 9

· Fred concluded with the message to be willing to be the Hands and Feet of Jesus no matter what.


Motion was made to accept the president’s report.  A second was voiced and his report was received by loud ovation.  


Fred drew names for a first round of giveaways.  Giveaways went on throughout the convention.


Fred took time to recognize one of our newly ordained youth pastor Jeremy Culberson.  A bible was presented to Jeremy from the Joplin district NYI.


Amy Turner, our district NMI Rep came forward to talk about feeling a call to missions.  She asked each teen that feels a call to the mission field to meet with her at the registration table to get information to be shared with the district NMI and headquarters to help them with information.


Dr. Dillow then took the chair and announced the ballot for the district President.  John Prichard then presented ballot #1.  Fred Toomey, 2 year term, YES/NO.  Board of tellers #1 distributed the ballot and then retired to count ballots.


David Rhone came forward and introduced the Master’s Plan for teens that will presented for all district teens, Youth Pastors and sponsors on September 16-17 at Carthage First Church.


Board of Tellers #1 returned a report of ballot #1.  132 ballots were cast, 120 YES, 11 NO, 1 Void.  Fred Toomey was elected President.


A love offering was taken to show our love and appreciation for all the hard work that Fred gives to the district NYI.  


Fred presented the senior of the year award to Jarret Garber.  This award comes with a $1000 scholarship.  Jarret then gave the scholarship to Hannah Swearengin.


Sarah Hunt then came forward to give special presentations to Dr. Jim Dillow and Susan and the Toomey family. 

Fred reminded the district that all reports could be read on the district website and will be listed in the district journal.  James Keezer came and read the report of the nominating committee. The committee made a motion that all ballots be by plurality vote and that all names be listed in alphabetical order.  This report was seconded and approved.  The Goals and Methods report was read seconded and approved.
 Board of tellers #2 was called to distribute ballot #2.  Sarah Hunt—VP  YES/NO, John Prichard—Secretary YES/NO, and Kurt Schmitt—Treasurer YES/NO.  

James Keezer presented the Literature report, which was seconded and approved.

Ken Hopkins came and talked about quizzing for the new year.  He announced the quiz kickoff, which will be at Springfield Scenic.  

Kyle Rogers and Stephen Morrison are leading a trip to Youth Specialties in San Diego.  All youth leaders or sponsor who would like to participate are asked to see either Kyle or Stephen.

Fred announced a 10-minute break

Break ended with the Girard worship band leading us in worship.

Report of ballot #2 was given:  Ballots cast 129—Vice President—116 YES/13 NO; Sarah Hunt elected VP.  Secretary—125 YES/ 2 NO/ 2 VOID; John Prichard elected Secretary.  Treasurer—126 YES/ 2 NO/ 1 VOID; Kurt Schmitt elected treasurer.  

James Keezer read the NYI Ministries Committee Report.  The report was seconded and approve.  

Board of Tellers #1 was asked to come and distribute ballot #3 for Early Youth and Senior Youth representatives.  Early Youth (vote for 2):  Madison Freeman, Chloe George, Richard Mountjoy, Madison Teel.  Senior Youth (vote for 2):  Asher George, Kaley Ledford, Jazmine Parra-Navarro, Mackie Toomey.

Fred provided information from NYC about child sponsorship, MWO’s, Bundles of Hope, and the Meso America 12-7 offering that was received.  

Sarah Hunt came and gave information about the district printable calendar that will be provided to each church.  This calendar will be available on the district website for download.

Brian Murrison came and gave a promo for the district mission trip to Joplin.  There were not a lot of details available yet.  The cost will be about $300 per participant.  If a teen goes to camp and the mission trip then the cost of the trip will be discounted.  He also gave information about Compelling Love.  It will be moved away from Valentine’s weekend and more information will come.   

The report of the Missions (Discipleship, Evangelism, and Leadership) committee was given, seconded and approved.  

Selena Freeman came to talk about YES Conference.  This will be held on the campus of MNU, January 27-28, 2012.  This is for all teens that feel a call to Christian Ministry and want to explore more what this calling might be.

Selena also gave a quick promo for fall Empower fine arts.

The College/Career Youth Ministries report was read, seconded and approved.

Rob Gossen and Rick Pearson, co-camp directors, gave a report and promo for camp.  It was announced that Rick Pearson is now a member of the Joplin District and his credentials have been transferred.  All forms need to be in by May 15th and sent directly to Camp Table Rock.

Report of Ballot #3 was returned.  Early Youth:  127 ballots cast—Madison Freeman and Chloe George elected.  Senior Youth:  127 ballots cast—Asher George and Mackie Toomey elected.

Fred gave information about Nazarene Night at Worlds of Fun.  Weather was not very cooperative and caused problems with our numbers.  The region did not make much money at all this year because of poor attendance.  Fred pointed out that this is where funds to operate the region come from.  Please make an effort to load up a bus and bring kids to Worlds of Fun for Naz Night.  

Ballot #4 was distributed by Board of Teller #2.  Ballot #4 consisted of CC/Young Adult MNU and Non MNU Reps and Parent Representatives. Sarah gave the NYI Honor Society Award to the Girard Living Faith Church.

Kurt Schmitt presented the yearly treasurer’s report.  Motion was made and seconded to approve the reports of the treasurer.  Report was approved.  Kurt then presented the 2011-2012 budget.  There were very little changes from the 2010-2011 budget.  Although this is a 10 month budget year the same budget was maintained because only one event we do falls outside the 10 month budget.  Motion was made and seconded to approve the 2011-2012 budget.  The budget was approved.  

James Keezer the read the Finance Committee report.  The report was seconded and approved.  

The results of ballot #4 were read.  CC/Young Adult MNU Student:  Jarret Garber elected.  CC/Young Adult Non MNU Student:  Shae (Buttram) Wilson elected.  Parent Reps:  Donna Burks and Willie Mead elected.

Final instructions and information was given.  Motion was made to allow Fred to edit the minutes for the journal seconded and approved.  Motion was made to adjourn, seconded and convention was adjourned with prayer by our Dr. Dillow over the new NYI Council.
