Minutes:


The minutes of the October 9, 2010 meeting are on the website and a copy was distributed for review in written form.  Motion made to approve the minutes by Kurt and seconded by Robb.  Minutes approved.

Financial Report:


Kurt Schmidt presented the financial report.  The district has received approximately 30% less income than the previous year.  Therefore we have received less budget money and need to make sure that we do all we can to cover the costs of our events using as little budget money as possible.  Motion to accept came from Ken with a second from Stephen.  There was some direction given by Kurt for how to read the reports.  Financial report was approved with the treasurer voting to not accept.

REPORTS:

District Convention:


It was suggested that we not rent the YMCA for a Friday night event.  The speaker is Mike Davis and the band from Girard will lead us in worship.  The goal is to consolidate as many things as possible and have everyone out by noon due to just having gotten back from NYC.  Fred would like us to put pictures from Empower together for the convention.  Cristian made a motion that we have a late night dodgeball event with refreshments and Mackie seconded.  Motion was approved.  Schedule for convention with all forms is already up on the website.  Fred reminded the council to look at the requirements for Honor Society and do our best to fulfill them.  There were names discussed to receive a Timothy Award.  A motion was made by Robb to present a Timothy award and seconded by Aaron.  Motion passed.  There was no Sunday school teacher of the year award given last year because no names were submitted.  Fred suggested that council members print the form and take it to their senior pastor.  Senior of the year applications are available as well on the website.  Delegate forms are also available on the website.  


The general church is going through budget cuts and is looking to consolidate their travel schedules, which requires moving district convention times.  Our church year beginning in 2012 will change to April 1st - March 31st with district assembly being May 29th – June 1st.  NYI Convention would then be June 1st-2nd to avoid Memorial Day weekend.  

NYC:


Currently we have about 130 students and 25 sponsors going.  We have resubmitted housing requests.  We will leave Tuesday morning July 5th.  The two pick-up points will be Carthage and Marshfield.  We have two buses booked and Sarah is considering taking an additional 15-passenger van.  We are trying to avoid booking a third bus.  We will arrive in Louisville by mid-afternoon.  NYC participants will receive information for a “clothing the 5000” event that will take place while we are there.  We will head to Santa Claus Land, IN when we leave on Sunday afternoon for a day of fun.  We will arrive back here late Monday afternoon or early Monday evening.  


There has been some cost cutting due to a lower than expected attendance of around 5000.  Tuesday night we will be at Crazy Dave’s rather than doing a boating excursion.  

Missions:


Compelling Love will be in Neosho, MO.  James Keezer has been working hard to get the work project ready.  We will sheet rock, insulate and put siding on the house of a family who lost their home to a tornado.  If participants can come only for Saturday or the Saturday night service that is ok and will everyone is welcome.  Neosho church will provide a praise team for the service.  30-hour famine will also be going as well.  


2012 joint North Central NYI/NMI trip to one city with three groups.  Fred has not heard more from Eunice Brubaker on planning for this event.  We are looking for about 1000 participants and will be in the lower 48 states and the cost should be kept around $600.  


Fred gave an update on Third Wave.  It was postponed until December 2011.  Regional Executive council approved to pay registration fee for every participant.  


Landon and Robin Letsinger sent a letter asking the council to help support them on a trip to NYC through MNU.  Selena made a motion to send $50 a piece to help them and Jon Hall seconded.  Brian suggested that we up that based on money we have over $5000 in missions.  Selena amended her motion to send them $287.37 and Jon seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  

Quizzing:


Numbers are down about half from last year.  Ken hopes for a rebound next year in participation.  Ken is considering changing the opening event from an overnighter to a one-day event.  Butler quiz is coming up in February as well as the District quiz in Carthage.  The top ten will then be selected to go to Max.  If quizzers think they might be selected for the regional team they need to be registered for NYC.  

PK Retreat:


Jon believes the event went well.  There were 28 participants.  Jon hopes to compile a list of the pastors who have teenage students and make contact with them throughout the year rather than only once a year.  There were about 8-9 who came for the first time this year.  

Hispanic Retreat:


Still meeting once each month with next month meeting @ Pittsburgh.  Cristian asked that if churches have any Hispanic teens please encourage them to participate and pray for them.

Regional YES:


There was no new information given at this time.  Selena was given contact information by Fred for persons who would be helping plan the event.  The dates are January 27-28, 2012.   

Empower/MAX:


At the fall event there were 20 churches present with about 145 students and 115 participated in events.  The numbers were up in the fine arts categories.  Financially it was profitable.  In hindsight Selena did think perhaps she should have brought in a speaker but there was no negative feedback about that.  


Spring empower is coming along nicely.  It is in Monett and the Methodist church will host us due to the size of their sanctuary.  Jonathan Quinn is the speaker with the New Divide leading worship.  Registrations are due February 25th.  There are various venues that Stephen has lined up for dodge ball, soccer, etc…  Stephen needs people who are willing to be gym managers.  Registration forms are on the website.

Friday morning will be an MNU Chapel experience.  

Camp:


No MNU PR group this year.  Churches are encouraged to send at least one adult with kids.  Noel George is speaking both weeks and Robb is working on devotionals to go along with the messages.  Robb will call the Potter’s house to see if they will come to camp on Monday evenings to promote the Potter’s House as our “missionary” presence.  


The executive council made a motion to and seconded by Stephen to extend our contract for another three years with Fun in the Son.  The new contract reflected price changes that are minimal and favorable for us.  Motion approved.

College & Career:


Mike Barlow has been continually battling cancer on his esophagus as well as on his face.  He has been trying to do ministry as well as deal with these health issues.  He submitted a written report that was read by Fred.  The College and Career hosted a district C&C Revival in the fall.  He has offered to step down due to his inability to attend meetings and such.  The council affirmed Mike and desires for him to continue in his position.

Jerseys for MAX:


Fred has a quote from the Sports Hanger for purple/white reversible jerseys to use at Max.  These will be used for boys and girls basketball team sports.  The total order would be for 88 jerseys.  Fred contacted 8 businesses in Springfield and did not get a quote less than $20/jersey.  The Sports Hanger came in at $17.10/jersey.  Total cost would be $1,505.80.  It would require a $1,000 deposit and about a 3-week lead-time.  Motion was made by Stephen to purchase 88 jerseys for $17.10 and was seconded by Brian.  Selena asked that the logo be amended to accentuate the Joplin district name more.  Motion passed. 

Dress Code Committee Report:


The dress code committee submitted a dress code as a motion to adopt.  The motion was seconded by Kurt.  The dress code has been posted on the website to use at NYC.  The bullet points of the dress code were discussed individually and all questions and concerns were addressed.  A directive from the DP to the council was added to ensure any discretionary issues would be handled by the district council leadership.  The motion was adjusted to reflect changes that the council wanted to see to the proposed code.  Motion passed. 

Meetings Readjustment:


Fred proposed that in light of the church year changes as well as budget money issues that we move from 3 yearly meetings to 2 yearly meetings.  We would move our October meeting to August, our May meeting to January meeting and then Convention in May.  This would eliminate the May meeting.  Motion was made by Brian to adopt this new meeting schedule and seconded by Stephen.  Motion passed.  We will begin the new meeting schedule this August.
