For in-

stance, a Participant may have 3 En-

tries in Art, but they must be Entries 

in different mediums such as 1 En-

try in Watercolor, 1 Entry in Photog-

raphy and 1 Entry in Drawing.  Or a 

Participant may have 1 Entry in Vo-

cal Solo, 1 Entry in Instrumental and

1 Entry in Art.  If the Directors or 

Judges find that a Participant has 

more than 3 Entries total or more than 

1 Entry in a particular category or 

medium, then the Director or Judge 

will ask the Participant which Entry he 

or she would liked judged.
